The production process begins with the receipt of day old parent 
stock from one of several major suppliers of poultry genetics 



The chicks are grown in housing known as pullet houses  
for 20 weeks until the time they approach sexual maturity 



At 21 weeks of age the females (pullets) are moved  
to specialized breeding facilities where they are placed  

at a ratio of 10/1 with males (Cockerels) 



The eggs are laid in mechanical nests and transported to the 
collection area at the end of the barn for cooling and packaging. 



Next the eggs are picked up in temperature  
and humidity controlled air- ride trucks and transported  

to our TSA certified distribution centers 



Upon arriving at our distribution center the eggs are  
prepared for shipment to our customers in one of 57 countries  

we do business in via air, land and sea. 



Northstar Hatchery is one of these customers and  
serves the role of adding day old chicks to our  

product availability specific to the Canadian Food Industry 



The eggs are received and lifted from the cases  
and placed in setter trolleys 



The trays are placed on turning racks and the racks  
are positioned inside temperature, humidity and CO2  

controlled setter machines for a period of 18 days 



Each machine holds approximately 80,000 eggs and essentially  
acts as a surrogate mother as it heats and rolls the eggs just as  
a hen would do in nature. Northstar has 18 of these machines  

and can hold 1.4 million eggs on any given day 



On the 19th day of incubation the eggs are scanned to determine which 
eggs contain live chicks and then the viable eggs are injected with 
vaccine directly into the egg for absorption by the embryo, thus 
eliminating the need  to inject the chick directly upon hatching.
